AP Music Theory Cultural Event Grant 
Request for Reimbursement 

DUE TO AP ARTS BY November 18, 2011
The Create Schools for Excellence in Fine Arts Education grant offers every AP music theory teacher in the program with a resource to provide their students with a cultural enrichment opportunity. Each AP fine arts teacher will receive a $100 stipend for planning at least one fine arts field trip or campus experience per year. Teachers are encouraged to visit the course wiki page, “Planning a Cultural Enrichment Experience” to download the grant application, cultural institutions’ contacts, activity guides, performance schedules, teacher examples, and guest presenters information.
As teachers, one of our goals for 2011-2012 is to become more informed as music theorists and musicians and to teach our students to analyze and evaluate musical scores and performances.  They will be more successful on the AP Music Theory exam if they learn to listen, think, create and perform with the understanding of music theorists.  Planning field trips to musical cultural events provides students with opportunities to see and hear historically significant literature performed first hand and exercise some of these critical skills.  Examples of classroom preparation and follow-up are listed below, but there are many possibilities.  

· Learning basic facts about key musical scores: When was the work written? Who wrote the work and why?
When was the work first performed?  Identify some of the main themes and characteristics about them (meter, modality, texture, cadential structure, etc.).
· Performance evaluation: How did the performance differ from recordings listened to in class?  Which performance more closely followed the score?  Which performance had a more stimulating aural effect? (support your answers)
You are already addressing these key issues in your classes.  Let’s aim, this year, to pay even more attention to creating authentic and meaningful experiences for the students.

Examples might include, but are not limited to: assigning music appreciation or music theory terms to musical scores; technical application and processes that are key to the performance or final work; and comparing or contrasting a composer's use of musical devices with a contemporary or other composer featured in the performance.

5. Planned Post-Visit Classroom Activities: What hands-on experience is planned after your class visits the cultural event?  How would you assess a student’s knowledge of what they learned during the performance?
