AP ART HISTORY ESSAY SUBMISSION

Since 1995, the O’Donnell Foundation and the Dallas Museum of Art have generously sponsored the Young Masters Exhibition.  The Young Masters Fine Arts Exhibition will celebrate the creativity and skill of each grant program: AP Art History, Music Theory and Studio Art. Integrating all three disciplines at this prestigious event reinforces both the interconnectedness of the arts and the mission of the O’Donnell Foundation’s new incentive program, Create Schools of Excellence in Fine Arts Education.
The AP Fine Arts students will be invited to submit the following works:

· AP Art History - an original essay in response to a work in the DMA’s permanent collection

· AP Music Theory –an original four minute composition

· AP Studio Art – an original two-dimensional or three-dimensional art work

The final works and award winners for each program will be selected by a panel of artists, a panel of art historians, and a panel of musicians.  

The Young Masters Fine Arts Exhibition will be held February 5 through April 8, 2012 in the Concourse Gallery at the Dallas Museum of Art, 1717 N. Harwood, Dallas, Texas, 75201.  An evening reception for the students, their parents and teachers will be held on Tuesday, February 28th, 2012 in the Atrium Café.  Winning students and teachers will be introduced and honored in an award ceremony to be held in the Horchow Auditorium during the reception evening; an invitation will be sent mid-February to each participating YM student and teacher.  

Please remember your students’ works represent your school; send their BEST work, nothing that would be regarded as controversial. We look forward to honoring you and your students’ talents in a fine arts exhibition and celebration at the Dallas Museum of Art, a world class venue.

AP ART HISTORY ESSAY TOPIC

Artists have been influenced by their times.  Select and fully identify a work of art currently on view from the permanent collection at the Dallas Museum of Art and reflect on how the artist’s culture influenced their work.  Making specific reference to the chosen work of art, analyze how your example reflects the ideas of its time, such as political, social, or philosophical. 

Note: The selected work should be considered canonical and stand up to the rigor of the College Board AP Art History course.  To fully engage with your chosen artwork, you should experience the work in the museum setting.  Please exclude the following works from your selection as they will not be on view during the duration of the Young Masters exhibition, February 5-April 8, 2012:
· Romare Bearden, Soul Three
· Robyn O’Neil, Tyrannosaurus
· Amedeo Modigliani, Boy in Short Pants 
· Pierre Bonnard, Nude, Yellow Background 
· Paul Gaugin, Under the Pandanus (I Raro te Oviri) 
· Georgia O’Keeffe, Yellow Cactus

· Edward Hopper, Lighthouse Hill

· Gerald Murphy, Razor

· Yasuo Kuniyoshi, Bather with Cigarette
· Henry Ossawa Tanner, Christ and His Mother Studying the Scriptures 

Requirements for submission eligibility:

· The applicant must be:

· currently enrolled in AP Music Theory and registered in the 2011-12 O’Donnell Foundation AP Fine Arts Incentive Program.

· or registered in the 2010-11 O’Donnell Foundation AP Fine Arts Incentive Program, passed the 2011 AP Music Theory exam, and received credit for the AP course in 2011.  

· Essay must have been completed after January 1, 2011 under the direction of an AP Art History teacher participating in the 2010-2013 O’Donnell Foundation AP Fine Arts Incentive Program. 

ESSAY CRITERION

Requirements for student essay:

· Essay must cite at least five sources, excluding Gardner’s Art Through the Ages.  Of the five, only two can be online scholarly sources.  Essays must include footnotes in Chicago Manual style.  For footnote examples, see Chicago Manual Quick Citation Guide at http://www.chicagomanualofstyle.org/tools_citationguide.html.
· Word length: between 500-650 words

· Essay must be typed double-spaced, Arial font, 12 point, including title page. Text should only appear on one side of the page. Only acceptable format is Microsoft Word.

· Essay must contain a title page (See example title page).  Title page must include the following:

· Full title
· Author’s name
· School name and AP Art History Teacher’s name
· The total word count of the essay
· Leave a 1-inch margin on all sides. Do not use justified margins.

· Essay must address the Young Masters Exhibition Essay Topic.

· Essay must be appropriate for public school reading…nothing controversial.
· Each student entry must be accompanied by an APS Arts release form.
· Student may not submit more than one essay. 
Requirements for digital files burned to teacher flash drive:

· Essay: All essays must be submitted in .DOC format 

· File name: Each student essay file should be named using the first letter of the student’s first name and complete last name followed by an underscore and the last name of teacher.  Example:  tsmith_moore.doc
