Focus: AP, PreAP, and Foundations - All Level & All Courses

Using Metaphor as a Concept Developing Tool – Bob Mosier

Focus: AP 3D

This workshop focuses on strategies to help your students make the concentration section of the AP Portfolio a more relevant reflection of their personal voice.  Techniques on how to develop concepts, from 
personal symbols and metaphors will be explored.  The discussion and lecture will revolve around the phrase, "Learning is something students do, not something that is done to them".  This open-ended model creates an environment that encourages student driven exploration.

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Scaffolding a Sequential Digital Program – Tamera Westervelt

Focus: AP 2D Design

This digital workshop will provide participants an overview of how to scaffold basic skills using Photoshop to create finished breadth work while building knowledge and skills in design with digital media. Both digital and traditional works can be used for the creation of the new digital works.  Students will continue to build more rigor and complexity into the works by combining prepared grounds with photography. Printing works on a variety of paper colors and surface textures and working back into the printed product is highly encouraged, examples will be shown. 

Creating relevant problems for students to solve with freedom of how to resolve the problem using digital methods allows the student to create works at their skill level and encourages personal voice and problem solving. Experimentation and risk taking are highly encouraged. 

Maximum Class Size: 15

Supplies: Bring high contrast digital images of a variety of subjects including architecture, landscapes and portrait to create a combined imagery lesson.  Card readers for transferring digital imagery from cameras will be provided or participants may bring their own digital files on a flash drive.  Both PC and Mac computers will be available.

In this interactive workshop, participants will engage in a series of new activities appropriate for the Drawing Portfolio. Participants will be introduced to a series of hands-on creative imagery exercises with mark-making processes.  A new and updated version of Trish’s 12 as surface preparations to “build” drawings upon will be taught as an introduction to the activities. How to teach students “quality” while developing personal voice in students work will be the basis upon which all work is created.  The methodology is designed to promote increased student performance and commitment to the process.
