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“My Piano Trio represents a quarrel with doubt. Drawing from my own personal experiences, doubt is approached from a variety of different emotions. Anger, frustration, passively backing down, overcomplicating thoughts of the future, and “trying harder” are ways I tackle doubt and are included in my piece. The composition’s ending represents a realization that the fight was in vain, leaving the doubter one choice – forget about doubt and move forward.”
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
